Book Talk Presentation Fall 2018 (Summer Reading)
Task: You will be graded on how well you incorporate the following key items into your book talk. The grading rubric is on the back of this sheet. Each student will have a (2) minute time limit. 
CHOOSE SETTING OR THEME (Not both!)
· Introduction: Show book: title & author please!
· Setting: When and where does it take place? How does the setting affect the plot? Think about how the story would be different if the plot/conflict took place in another setting. Provide (2) specific examples of text evidence about the setting so your listeners can visualize what you're talking about.
· Discuss an important theme that is present in the story. (Love, friendship, acceptance etc.) Why do you feel that this is a possible theme? How is this important to the story? Support this theme with (2) specific examples of text evidence from the story.

· We will leave it open for a question or two from Mr. C. that could help the audience better understand them if anything is left out. (If necessary)
· Please review the rubric on the back of this sheet before/during/after the creation of your presentation to ensure you are sufficiently fulfilling all of the necessary requirements. Remember speaking is 25% of your overall grade; so rehearsing ahead of time is recommended.

	Setting

	Student shows mastery of text and is able to effectively describe content at a high level.

	Speaks too softly or mumbles; audience has trouble following.
